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Major Programmes under Central Assistance for State Plans
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In the spirit of "Cooperative Federalism" Government has accepted the recommendations of Fourteenth
Finance Commission to develop 42% of Union Taxes to States. To achieve the compositional shift in fiscal
transfer as envisaged by Fourteenth Finance Commission, Central Assistance to State Plan has been
restructured.

Despite pressure on Union Finances, Government has decided to run welfare programmes for poor and
socially disadvantaged is an unchanged manner. Similarly legal/constitutional obligation of Union and
privilege available to Hon'ble Member's of Parliament for serving their constituents are fully protected.

On account of enhanced resources available with state some programmes will be run with a changed
sharing pattern. Only in respect of some programmes, Union support will be delinked. These Prorgrammes
have either become a part of devolution or States will continue (or not) with these programmes.
